$100,000 each day.

Utilities | $30,000 per week

of utilities (water, electricity and gas) cost the

institution $30,000 each week.

Light bulbs, more than $50,000 each year—in

sizes and varieties from the simple to the highly
sophisticated like the metal halide lamp used in
the African gallery cases that cost $250 per bulb.

Bloch Building Lens Lights | $23,000 per year

GALLERIES | Prints and Drawing Rotations

American | $20,000

(Two rotations per year, beginning

Spring 2009)

The new American galleries will feature a special
gallery for works of art on paper. For the first
time, American drawings, pastels, watercolors
and prints will have a continuous and permanent
presence in the Museum’s galleries.

European 16-18th C | $20,000
(Two rotations per year)

European 19th—20th C | $20,000
(Two rotations per year)

The collection of works of art on paper is

of considerable depth and range, with 297
European drawings and 1,245 European prints
from the 15th through the 20th centuries.
Thanks to these rotating installations, European
drawings, pastels, watercolors and prints have a

constant presence for all to enjoy.

CARE OF THE COLLECTION | Preservation for Future Generations

The primary role of Conservation is
to preserve the collection of the
Museum, more than 33,500 objects,
for future generations.

Art Moving | $11,000

Works of art in transport must be carefully
wrapped to ensure that they are not damaged

by vibration or exposure. Works shipped over a
distance are crated for safety, often in specially
constructed boxes designed for each specific work
of art.

Art Storage | $100,000

We display only a fraction of the collection at
any time. When not on display, collection objects
must be housed in storage areas with carefully
monitored temperature, humidity and light
levels. Storage equipment used by the Museum
includes rolling racks for hanging paintings and
other framed works of art, cabinets for three-
dimensional objects and works on paper, and
cabinet inserts such as foam and Solander boxes.

Conservation Supplies | $20,000

Conservators use a range of supplies from the
straightforward, such as distilled water and feather
dusters, to the complex including chemical
compounds and specialized synthetic resins.

Outdoor Sculpture Care and
Maintenance | $75,000

Maintenance of the Kansas City Sculpture Park
is an institutional priority. A technician monitors
the sculptures on a daily basis, washes and

waxes the sculpture and attends to repairs and

protective coatings.

X-Ray Unit | $145,000

The Objects Conservation Lab uses
X-radiography as one of its primary investigative
tools in the examination of works of art,

often revealing critical issues such as poor
condition, hidden restorations, artist changes or
fabrication techniques which can corroborate
authentication. The lab is in need of an
industrial x-ray unit and a lead-lined x-ray
exposure room. With equipment of this strength
we can examine works of art comprised of

stone and wood, such as the Museum’s recent
acquisition of the Sarcophagus of Meretites.

Photography/Imaging Supplies | $10,000

Photographing the collection and placing
images on the Nelson-Atkins website and
in publications are important ways in which
we share information with the community,
professional colleagues and the world.

Preparation Supplies | $12,000

Nuts, bolts, picture wire, hammers, screwdrivers,
blankets and ethafoam are just a few of the
materials used for the wrapping, transporting
and installing art.

Research Consultants | $25,000

Consultants help to fill the gaps in the expertise
of our conservation staff. Conservation scientists
enable the Museum to gain valuable information
about the age, composition and condition of the
objects in our collection. Areas in which we use
outside consultants are textiles (from samplers to
tapestries) and upholstered furniture.

Art Truck | $60,000

To move works of art safely to and from
Museum buildings and off-site storage areas, the
Museum requires a climate-controlled, air-ride
suspension box truck. The Museum currently
rents both a truck and driver for the purpose of
moving art off site.

EDUCATION PROGRAMS | A Bridge to Art

The Museum’s education programs
are a bridge—a welcoming walkway
to connect our visitors to the
Museum’s world-class collection.
And there’s a bridge tailor-made for
every visitor—first timers longtime
members, teachers, children and
partners. For 75 years our hallmark
has been educational programs which
are stimulating, entertaining and
endlessly inventive.

Adopt a School | $10,000

Nearly 600 school visits from 171 school
districts during the 2007-2008 school year—
many children take a first step in a lifelong

enjoyment of art—at the Nelson-Atkins.

Adult Programs | $25,000

Adult Programs offer new ways to enjoy and
learn about the Museum’s collection. From

art history seminars to studio classes, from

lectures by international scholars to musical
performances, the Nelson-Atkins presents an
ever-changing selection of innovative programs
for the lifelong learner.

Chinese New Year Celebration | $10,000

Chinese New Year, an evening of color and
pageantry, showcases the beauty and mystery of
a time-honored tradition at the Nelson-Atkins.
In 2008, more than 1,700 children and their
families enjoyed demonstrations of art and

music, special food and performances.

Community Programs | $200,000
($30,000 per Community Partner)

The Museum’s Community Programs cast a
broad net, drawing in welcoming audiences
who traditionally have not visited the Nelson-
Atkins. Area agencies such as Swope Corridor
Renaissance, the Kansas City Public Library,
reStart and St. Monica School join with the
Museum to initiate underserved youth and
their families into the rewarding world of art

education.

Docent Program | $50,000

Docents, a corps of highly trained volunteers
more than 114 strong, provide interactive tours
to children and adults—primarily focusing on
schoolchildren, throughout the year. During the
2007-2008 school year docents provided tours
to more than 40,000 children and contributed
nearly 10,000 hours of service to the Museum.

Family Days | $30,000 (Three per year)

Family programs have always been a strong
component of the Museum’s outreach. They

are an essential audience development tool to
cultivate the “next generation” of arts patrons. It
is our hope that the events and activities offered
through Family Programs have firmly established
the Museum as a destination point for families.

Library Technical Services | $55,000

The Spencer Art Reference Library’s more
than 147,000 volumes are available to the
community—the reference collection, current

scholarly journals, online catalog, bibliographic

and auction price indexes are all accessible for
public use on site in the reading room. Library

staff is available to provide reference assistance.

Museum Guides | $10,000

Museum guides are trained volunteers who
provide introductory tours to the Museum and
its collection. Guides provide their services
primarily at events and on the weekends for
adults.

Scholarships | $10,000

The Museum takes very seriously our

obligation to provide access to studio classes

for students at all socioeconomic levels. We
believe that everyone should have access and
diversity is essential. The institution has made

a commitment to provide scholarships for a
minimum of 10 percent of the children enrolled
in studio art classes. Scholarships are awarded
based on financial need for students ages 3 to 16.

EDUCATION PROGRAMS | A Bridge to Art

Studio Workshop Materials | $25,000

The Nelson-Atkins Museum of Art’s studio
workshop program encourages involvement

and interaction by inviting students to look at,
analyze, experience and create art. Each program
combines a learning activity in the galleries with
a related studio process in the Ford Learning
Center. 9,400 children from more than 100
Kansas and Missouri Schools participated in
workshops during the 2007-2008 school year.

School Tours Program | $175,000

Egypt of the pharaohs, Monet’s Paris, The
Kansas City Sculpture Park and more—the
Nelson-Atkins makes a memorable and highly
instructive school trip. The Nelson-Atkins
exposes students to works by masters from many
cultures, spanning 5,000 years, during free,
one-hour and 15 minute docent-led tours to
school groups, grades 3—12. Gallery docents use
a variety of interactive, inquiry-based approaches
in their teaching to spark curiosity, develop

looking techniques and expand critical thinking
skills. School tours examine artists, subjects,
styles and techniques, and target specific grade
levels.

Teacher Training | $50,000

Because of the depth and richness of the Nelson-
Atkins collection and its featured exhibition
program, Museum staff design new studio classes
and workshops each year to take advantage of
the works of art on display. During the 75th
anniversary year, we will offer new workshops
featuring the American and American Indian
collections. The Museum’s 28 studio teachers
receive training each year to update their
knowledge about the works in the galleries and
the new studio offerings.

Opening of the American Galleries

The rich stories of the American collection

will be told in a dynamic new presentation as
the Museum opens new American art galleries
in spring 2009. The expanded spaces on the
second floor of the Nelson-Atkins Building
bring together paintings, sculpture, and works
on paper and decorative arts organized around
six key dates in American history. This $7
million project expands the total square footage
dedicated for American Art to more than 9,700
square feet.

Construction is underway for a greatly expanded
and unique installation of American Indian art
which will establish the Nelson-Atkins among
the preeminent art museums in this important
field. Three large galleries on the second floor
of the Nelson-Atkins Building, totaling 6,100
square feet, will be dedicated to the display of
the Museum’s rapidly expanding American
Indian collection. This project underscores a new
vision of American Indian art as central

to the Nelson-Atkins.
